Where is the breakfast and seating location? 

The breakfast venue is located at the NW corner of 9th Avenue and 7th Street 

SW. the bleachers run east from that corner to 6th Street, also  there are a couple 

of sections that run West from that corner.   

 

What time is breakfast being served? 

 We begin serving breakfast at 7:00 AM and continue until 9:00 AM 

 

How do I get my badges? 

If you are an out of town guest, your badges can be picked up Parade morning or 

if we have enough time we will courier them to you. There will be a table set up at 

the entrance to the breakfast venue. Your badges will be in an envelope marked 

with your name. See the Rotarian at that table to retrieve your badges. 

 

If you live in and around Calgary, we will provide pick up point around the city for 

your convenience. You will be informed of those locations in the near future. 

 

What is the best way to get to the venue? 

The LRT(C Train) is a convenient method. The 7th Street Station is the choice 

stop. Walk a half block East from the station, turn Right (South) and walk 2 

blocks. You will now be at the corner of 9th Avenue at 7th Street.  

 

Where can one park a vehicle? 

Parking is a problem in downtown Calgary and unless you are downtown and 

parked by 7:00 AM they close the Parade Route to traffic. There are a few 

parking lots along 9th Avenue.  

 

Are there discounts for seniors or children? 

 Rotary is a service organization, and this is one of our annual fundraisers, 

 therefore we do not discount tickets. However every dollar of profit goes to help 

 those less fortunate locally and internationally. 

 

 
 



 

 
 
 
 

Is the seating assigned? 

We will block off sections for parties of 25 or more and we will accommodate 

requests on behalf of elderly and not so agile clients.  All other seats are Rush 

seating. The bleachers are constructed to provide excellent views from each 

level.  We do not oversell our seats therefore everyone is guaranteed a seat. The 

earlier you arrive at the venue, the greater selection you have. 

 

We have a handicapped person who wishes to come with us? 

We provide a section for those that are unable to climb the bleachers. Please 

inform us via e-mail when you purchase your tickets so we know how many seats 

you need for support personnel. 

 

Can we walk to the Stampede Grounds from this location on the 
parade route? 

If you are a walker you can definitely walk as it is approximately 15 blocks! 

However the LRT (C-train) runs along 7th Ave directly to Stampede Station. It is 

only a 2 ½ block walk.
