PROGRAMME

Ted Valentine had the privilege of introducing this week’s guest speaker who just happened to be his
youngest daughter. Also his wife’s as Ted was quick to point out! Kathryn Valentine is currently the
assistant director of exhibits and communications at the Royal Tyrrell Museum. She was to speak to us
on the history of the Royal Tyrrell Museum and about what is happening currently with the Museum.
Kathryn grew up in Calgary, graduating from Bishop Carroll High School in 1987. She graduated from
UBC in 1991 with a BA degree and from there earned a degree in visual communications from Grant
MacEwan College. She worked at the National Research Council in Ottawa as a graphics and imaging
specialist for a couple of years before joining the Royal Tyrrell Museum in 1997 as an Exhibition and
Graphic Designer and rose to her current position.

Kathryn has been at the museum for ten years now and appreciates it for the world class institution that it
is. The museum’s purpose is to collect, conserve and interpret paleontological history as it applies to
Alberta. She describes it as the “lab rat” of the museum community, as groups from all over the world
visit and enquire into its success.

Kathryn gave us a number of vignettes on the museum. It was named after Joseph Burr Tyrrell, a
government surveyor who found the first dinosaur bones in Alberta, circa 1884. This artifact is now at
the Royal Ontario Museum (ROM) with a copy at the museum. This generated what may be called “The
great Canadian Fossil Rush” around 1900 which attracted lots of fossil hunters who removed hundreds of
specimens from Alberta. Most of these are on display throughout the world.

In 1985, Peter Lougheed opened the museum and many more people than expected visited in the first
year. In 1990, Queen Elizabeth II authorized the museum to use the appellation “Royal” and the museum
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became one of five museums in Canada to be allowed to call itself “Royal”. This is not an entitlement
which is given lightly.

The museum hosted the Western Premiers Conference in 1989, which raised the museum’s profile and
generated a set of predictable dinosaur related metaphors! The museum also has its own Big Rock beer
called “Albertasaurus Ale”.

Lynne Thornton thanked Kathryn and gave her our Boltman, noting that she herself had spent three years
in Drumbheller. Happily not at the correctional institute!

President Garfield, in his own inimitable way, concluded the proceedings with three absolutely
horrendous puns which I imagine he lifted from one of his children’s books.
