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“Good afternoon and welcome Rotarians and guests to Service through Fellowship at Calgary West.

“After last Friday’s meeting we had three students from Westmount Charter School compete in a 4-way 
speech contest, the first that this club has held in a number of years.

“From the earliest days of Rotary, Rotarians were concerned with promoting high ethical standards in 
their professional lives. One of the world's most widely printed and quoted statements of business ethics 
is The Four-Way Test, which was created in 1932 by Rotarian Herbert J. Taylor (who later served as RI 
president) when he was asked to take charge of a company that was facing bankruptcy.

“This 24-word test for employees to follow in their business and professional lives became the guide for 
sales, production, advertising, and all relations with dealers and customers, and the survival of the 
company is credited to this simple philosophy. Adopted by Rotary in 1943, The Four-Way Test has been 
translated into more than a hundred languages and published in thousands of ways. It asks the following 
four questions: Can we all say it together please.
‘Of the things we think, say or do: 

1. Is it the TRUTH?
2. Is it FAIR to all concerned?
3. Will it build GOODWILL and BETTER FRIENDSHIPS?
4. Will it be BENEFICIAL to all concerned?’

“Please join Don Axford for our national anthem.

“I would now like to introduce the head table:

“Our guest speaker today is Dr. David Marshall , President, Mount Royal College. David will be 
formally introduced later by Dr. David Marshall , apparently unrelated to our guest speaker. David has 
been a Rotarian for 33 years and was a member of Calgary West from about 1981 to 99. Currently he is a 
member of the Sarcee Club and he retains the Classification of Public Accounting.
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“Bryden Horwood will thank David. Bryden has been a member of Calgary West since 2001 and he 
retains the Classification of Petroleum Business Development. Bryden is chair of the International 
Projects Committee and an avid photographer.

“Also joining me today is Ron Jones, recently returned from down under. Ron joined Calgary West in 
1971 and he was club president in 1978.

Guest Speaker
Dr. David Marshall, President of Mount Royal College (MRC) was introduced by Dr. Dave Marshall 
(violinist).

President Marshall was born in Fergus, Ontario. As of 2003, he became the 8th president of the current 
MRC. (MRC is 98 years old.)

David obtained his PhD in Education from the University of Alberta. He came to us from Nipissing 
University, Ontario.

He is also a Paul Harris Fellow with the Downtown Rotary Club.

Dr. Marshall's goal for MRC is for it to become the most distinctive and highly regarded post-secondary 
institution in Canada with one condition: “to do things differently”.

In five years, he has re-shaped the college to where it now offers 13 Bachelor degrees. (This is more than 
the University of Lethbridge!)

It will soon offer more than 20 Bachelor degrees.

85% of the student population are in degree programs.

Canada ranks 23 out of 27 countries with post-secondary institutions.

Calgary is the only city in the world with a population of over a million with only one university!

We are starting to see students who go directly into the workforce returning for post-secondary education. 
MRC hired 40 new faculty members last year and will add 20 more this year.

If the facilities are there, the students will come. There is no competition with the University of Calgary
or the University of Alberta.

There is a need for 14,000-15,000 more new PhD professors to fill teaching positions in Canada.

During the question and answer session,Tim Anderson congratulated the MRC and emphasized the non-
competitive factor. MRC aims to fulfill the needs of society. They have a 58 member program advisory 
committee to guide the process.

The college has no plans for a medical faculty. However, the present nursing program will continue, as 
well as the first two years of an engineering degree.

MRC needs to build up its science base before furthering the engineering faculty.

Bryden Horwood thanked Dr Marshall for his talk, and presented him with our world-famous Boltman.
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Closing Thoughts
"As we know, hunting is a heritage of the wild west and the following is a true accounting of a recent 
hunting trip in the foothills west of Calgary by two of our own members, who shall go nameless.

"These two Rotarians were dragging the deer they had just shot back to their truck. Another hunter 
approached, pulling his deer along, too.

"'Fellows, I don't want to tell you how to do something,' he said, 'but I can tell you that it's much easier if 
you drag the deer the other way. Then the antlers won't dig into the ground.'
